ALEXANDER RALPH MOORHEAD

Alexander Ralph Moorhead, son of Alexander
Thompson and Margaret A. Rankin Moorhead,
was born March 28, 1876 at Indiana, Pennsyl-
vania.

He served his country
during the Spanish-American War, being a mem-
ber of Company F, Fifth Regiment Infantry.
